Fire – Handout given.  Annual PM’s on apparatus completed. Pump testing completed. Truck 12-12 had to have another valve be rebuilt. Truck 12-14 has 3 bad valves that needed replaced. There is a rust hole in tank near overflow causing tank to leak. Had Sand and Zebra Muscles in pump packing. It is nearing end of its usable life.  Captain Thomas is working on AFG Grant for Dual Band Portable Radios to increase interoperability into Barry County and in preparation for encryption for Allegan County that our current radios will not support. We are preparing for the current 800’s replacement that our 8 years old and are not supported by Motorola updates anymore. Will need approximately 20 radios that cost $1000.00 per radio. Still down in calls compare to last year. Currently at 330 for this year, while last year at this date we were at 356 but weather tonight could change that very fast.
